PHOTOGRAPHY POLICY


There is evidence that some people have used sporting events as an opportunity to take inappropriate photographs or film footage of young and disabled sports people in vulnerable positions.

Hinckley RFC have therefore established guidelines regarding the use of photographic equipment, e.g.: cameras and camcorders etc. This is to ensure the privacy and the welfare of the children participating in club activities. 

All parents/guardians must therefore complete a Photography registration form to give consent for photographs to be taken of their child, this has been included within the registration package. 

The use of photographic equipment by spectators must also be registered, and a permission slip kept with cameras in use. 

The photographs images must be solely used only for the intended purposes of promotion and celebration of activities and maybe published on the club website by the press officer.

Any person taking photographs/video images must take responsibility for the storage of the photographs and images, which are for personal use only.
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
